July to the backside of Pikes Peak, where we traversed uphill on that back side of the mountain to the
summit. Then we came down Barr trail to Manitou Springs. Yes, there were snow flakes near the
summit that day in July. Well from that day on | was hooked on Mountain hikes, big long hard hikes.

| still love it. That September we reversed course and started in Manitou Springs up the 13 miles to
the summit. But rain changed to snow. | 6ve
foot deep when we reached the summit. Though the Pikes Peak highway had been closed, thank
goodness the café was open. We warmed up and ate enough to make it down the 5 miles to our car.

Later in |ife | ran the Pikebs Peak Marat hon,
Coloradoés 14,000 foot mountains and sever al
from a rope, |l 6ve been over boulder fields, wu
ridges and on ledges with 1000 foot drop offs, like Longs Peak. Every single climb was equal to or
more grueling than a marathon. And every one was an adventure. Climbing mountains takes hard
wor k and determinati on. But boy itdéds worth it
secret is to keep going step by step at about 90% of max so as not to stop. It can be one hill after
another until finally the summit is just one more hill.
